Matters arising from previous meetings
a. J14 scheme drawings

Alex reported that following receipt of 5 drawings on the 3 roundabouts more work is being
undertaken than originally thought, however the drawings are for information only and no further
action is required.

b. Outstanding garage rent

The clerk reported that lan Miller phoned on the morning of the meeting promising immediate
payment of £192 by bank transfer. It was agreed that once the payment is received in our bank
account that the clerk acknowledge this and ask, again, that a standing order be set up for future
monthly payments.

Jenny reported that following a request from the solicitor to discuss the deed further she has
answered further queries.

5 Casual Vacancy — Broughton Ward

Arfan Ahmed had tendered his resignation so we have a vacancy in Broughton Ward. The casua
vacancy will now be advertised. ACTION: Clerk

6 Oakgrove
Alex reported to the meeting that the plans have yet to go to the Development Control committee.

MK Council have registered our interest for a representative of the Parish to address the Committee
and they will pursue the matter with us when it becomes clear when the application will be
considered.

7 Middleton South
The plans had been circulated prior to the meeting and a discussion followed.
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Councillors are generally content with the proposed development however there are some
reservations with regard to landscaping. It is a shame that the pond areain the landscaping plan has
been reduced and a play area included. It is felt that there is already ample play provision in the
area — outside the Village Hall and off Claridge Drive — that complies with the council’s
requirements. A pond area makes the development link with the pond by Southside Farm, and
helps it to mould in with the village. There is aso concern about the proximity of the pond and the
play area with respect to safety of the children.

It was agreed that these comments would be sent to Jackie Fox at MK Council on July 24™, copy
Sam Crooks and John Bint as the application was going to Development Control Committee on 26"
July.

8 Pavilion

a  Accounts spend profile

lan presented the Pavilion accounts to the meeting. The cash balance is looking healthy at the
moment largely due to June having been a good month for private hires. However, if year to date
numbers are looked at, private hireis actually about the same as 2006 (actually £56 less!). Bar sales
are also down (£880) compared with the first half of last year. All this really emphasisesis how a
couple of good or bad months can have a dramatic impact on the numbers.

The new membership scheme (just £1) seems to be encouraging social membership.

The football club have been making better use of the building selling tea and coffee etc.

It is hoped that when the football season starts the installation of Sky will further increase bar sales
but this will be monitored. The football club, Pam and Caroline will be discussing the clashes of

private hires and football matches.

The implication of the raising of the VAT threshold has been considered and the decision taken to
deregister for VAT. It isestimated that thiswill save about £3,000 a year.

b. Ongoing issues

i. Insurance claims

The clerk informed 2 quotations for the window replacement, 1 quotation for new doors and
locks, and the second claim form had now been received from Pam Duggan. The 2 claims
now need to be pursued with the insurance company. ACTION: Clerk

ii. Third Party Insurance — user groups

A copy of Employers Liability Insurance had been received from the Cricket Club however
there is still no evidence from the Cricket Club or Football Club that they have any public
liability insurance. It was agreed that we should ask Pam Duggan, copy David Austin and
Martin Cross, for confirmation of their public liability insurance arrangements.

ACTION: Clerk
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iii. Car Park
Kat had obtained a quotation from Raybell & Sonsfor £2,480 plus VAT to attend to the car

park and the pothole outside the village hall. It was agreed that thisitem would be re-visited
at afuture meeting.

iv. Building issues

lan reported on some of the Pavilion’s building issues:

Request that the Parish Council consider putting in a drop post to allow emergency vehicle
access to the cricket pitch. Thiswas agreed. ACTION: Clerk

The clubs would like further storage facility for equipment. As atemporary solution it was
suggested that a 20ft container be located near the cricket nets.  The Parish Council was
unhappy to have a stand-alone container on the playing field; Jenny suggested that some
extra storage could possibly be found within the changing room area of the building.

Power has now been run to the hut. The armoured cable has been thrown over the roof and
enters the building through an airbrick. The electrician will be chased to properly secure the
cable and cover it whereit runs down the wall.

v. Football Club & Cricket Club wish list

lan had discussed with representatives of both clubs the various grants that may be available
and stressed the need to come to us with proper estimates well in advance of 31 March if
they want to look at parish partnership funding. The current wish list includes drainage of
the football pitches, reseeding of some areas, obtaining a heavy roller (£5-7,000), goal posts,
fencing off the cricket square (longer term plans include relaying the square but that really is
amajor project) and the aforementioned container.

9 Newsletter
Kat reported that the current issue is with the printer.

Jenny felt that considering the outstanding newsletter advertising revenue, currently £177.50, that
future advertisers should pay upon booking in future. Thiswas agreed. It was aso agreed that The
Core, Your Phone, Toe 2 Toe and Openwork should be telephoned to establish why payment has
not been received. ACTION: Kat / Clerk

10 To receive reports from Councillors on relevant meetings attended
LSP L ocalities and Neighbourhoods

Monica attended this meeting on the 27" June and reported to the council how impressed she was
with the role of community mobilisers and how they are helping young people away from crime.
Robert expressed how interesting and important it was and thanked Monica for attending, and that
the Parish Council need to be pro-active, particularly in the new area of Broughton.

Alex noted this for his meeting with the Neighbourhood Action Group in August.

11 Land & Buildings Maintenance
Paddocks, Broughton Road
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The Clerk reported following recommendations from The Parks Trust and Pamela Stone that the
paddock requires resting for the grass to be given a chance for heathy re-growth as it is being
overgrazed. Each horseideally requires an acre each and the paddock is 1.7 acres.

There is an immediate requirement for ‘topping’ the paddock and P Stone has quoted £50 plus VAT
to do this work. Longer term the paddock must either be strip grazed with supplement feeding, or
rested for a minimum of 6 months.

It was agreed to proceed with the quotation from P Stone for topping and to give notice to the tenant
to terminate the lease agreement with effect from 31 March 2008. ACTION: Clerk

Paddock proposal, behind Parneleys

Jenny had received a copy of an email from David Foster at the Parks Trust endorsing their views
of the paddock proposa on land behind Parneleys. Clerk to email Jackie Fox asking for a meeting
with MKPT, EP and the Parish Council as all parties have now written to Jackie with regard to this.

12  Matters relating to Wards
a. Middleton

A parishioner has approached the Parish Council that a previous planning application at 10
Babington Close, Middleton for a rear single storey extension (06/00228/FUL permission
granted February 2006) has not been constructed according to the plans. A stand-alone
building has been built in the rear garden and the conservatory has not been demolished. It was
discussed and agreed that the Parish Council should contact development control for them to
investigate. ACTION: Clerk

b. Broughton & Atterbury

Kat has identified 2 locations for notice boards, 1 in the square outside Budgens and 1 in
Swanwick Lane. Kat to photograph locations for clerk to submit to English Partnerships for
permission to site boards. ACTION: Clerk / Kat

Barbara Hulse, ex Parish Councillor, has emailed the clerk as she and lan Corlett still hold keys
to the notice board. The Parish Council decided that the keys should be returned and retained
by the clerk.

It was agreed that the gate is the
Developer’'s responsibility and the litter the responsibility of English Partnerships. Peter
suggested putting an article in the next newsletter.

Jenny reported 5 dead trees in the Village — 2 by the Village Hall, 2 by the edge of the football
pitch behind Little Hame and 1 willow by Southside Farm. It was agreed to contact Ron Todd
for a quotation for removal.

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Joy Dawe has written to Robert asking if there are any objections for some scarecrows to be
placed around the village for the Harvest Festival a All Saints Church. There were no
objections.

It was also brought to the council’ s attention that a branch opposite 2 Tanfield Lane, Broughton
was overhanging the path and the walkway in Parrock Lane, MKV is overgrown - both need
attention.

The plans had only just been released and Jenny & Robert had viewed them prior to the meeting.

Robert informed the meeting that this was a single storey house of some size in the village but largely
obscured from view by neighbouring properties, except the ‘paddock land’ that is currently of active
concern to the Parish Council. The Parish Council has no interest in the proposed garage store extension
or the laundry room as these are ‘out of sight’ and also does not need to be concerned about the scale of
the development as the plot is large enough to accommodate the enlarged house.

The Parish Council’s interests are therefore only in the visual impact as seen from the ‘ paddock land’ and
that could be reduced by privacy screening should the owner wish it.

With expressed intention to build in keeping with rural past there is concern that the proposals will not
achieve this objective. They will, in his opinion, look artificial and consequently detrimental to the
general environment of the village.

The Parish Council accepted Robert’s views and it was agreed that the clerk would send a letter to
Development Control recommending that the planners be asked to seek a simpler, more straightforward
approach to the elevations, of the bedroom extension particularly. ACTION: Clerk
